It was suggested that the 
Neighbourhood Watch notify the residents that any incidents of speeding or poor 
driving will be reported to the police. A resident offered to help in designing an 
impactful flier. Mrs Leeney agreed to work with the resident on this. 

3. A resident asked how many groups use the community space and wondered if any of 
the groups were being charged for the use of the space by the Church treasurer. It was 
noted that the present groups are: Parish Council, Coffee Morning, NH Watch, SS&SA, 
History club, French lessons.
