e Drains and Hedges - ClIr Taylor reported that the drains have been cleared but many
have been missed on Mill Lane. The numbers of the missed ones have been given to
the Clerk for reporting. Clir Sue Bull will look into this. It was noted that the drains not
being cleared contributes to the pot hole problem with water over the road. The hedges
have been cut.

Pot Holes
ClIr Crabtree reported that the pot hole report numbers have been sent to Clir Bull (DCC) and
he has been sending in reports.

Hall Lane has caved in in one place in part because of
water coming off the fields and the drains collapsing underneath. It was noted that there are
some springs in that area which may be contributing.
